¶ 6 cases of meningococcal meningitis have been discovered during 2011 with 

incidence of 0.02/100,000. This incidence is higher than the incidence recorded 
during the previous year (0.01/100,000). One case was recorded in each of 
Riyadh, Jeddah, Taif and Qunfudah; and two cases were recorded in Madinah. 

¶ Other types of cerebrospinal meningitis including pneumococcal and hemophilus 
influenza: the incidence rate decreases from 0.95/100,000 in 2010 to 
0.91/100,000 in 2011.

Epidemiological aspects of tuberculosis in Saudi Arabia: 

¶ The total number of cases of tuberculosis (TB) in 2011 (pulmonary 

and extra pulmonary) was 3,872.  

¶ The incidence rate was 13.7/100,000 with a decrease of 

2.9/100,000 in comparison with the same rate recorded in the 

previous year. 

¶ This decrease is due to decrease of reported cases and increase of 

population.  

¶ Cases of pulmonary TB constituted 68.21% while the extra 

pulmonary TB cases constituted 31.79% of the total cases in this 

year. 

Pulmonary tuberculosis: 

¶ The incidence rate of pulmonary TB in 2011 was 9.31/100,000 

with a decrease of 1.7/100,000 in comparison with that in 2010. 

¶ 1,275 TB cases (48.3%) were reported among Saudi in comparison 

to 1,486 cases ( 49.7%) in 2010. 1,366 TB cases (51.7%) were 

recorded among Non-Saudi in comparison to 1,503 cases (50.3%) 

in 2010. 

¶  62.7% of TB cases have been reported among Saudi males in 

comparison to 37.3% for females. 62.2% was reported among 

Non-Saudi males, while the Non-Saudi females constituted 38.8%. 
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¶ (30.0%) of total cases have been reported in Jeddah followed by 

Riyadh (25.1%), Eastern (7.2%), Makkah (6.8%) then Jazan region 

(6.2%). Qurayyat represented the lowest percentage (0.3%). 

¶ Qassim reported (3.7%) of the total cases. 

 

           Epidemiological aspects of leprosy in Saudi Arabia 

¶ There was a marked decrease in leprosy cases. The incidence rate 

was 3.27/100,000 in 1984 and it became 0.07/100,000 in 2011. 

¶ Saudis constituted 32% of cases. 

¶ Male/female ratio was 5:1. 

¶ Saudi males constituted 21.05% of all cases. 

¶ The highest percentage (42.1%) of cases were reported in Eastern 

and the number of cases did not exceed 2 cases in any other 

region. 

¶ Qassim was free of Leprosy in 2011.
